· Father-Adam Smith
· Wrote: “The Wealth of Nations” in 1776
· Inspired the US economic system
· Believed that the “invisible hand” would guild an economy
· States that progress develops when individuals follow their own self interest-produce what they want to produce
· Successful when businesses compete with one another for the consumer’s money
· Government should NOT interfere
· Communism:
· Father-Karl Marx
· Wrote: “The Communist manifesto” in 1848
· Believed that the Industrial Revolution intensified class struggles and that conflicts in history were a result of these struggles
· Proletariat-workers would one day unite and overthrow the upper-class and take control of the means of productions
· Believed that Capitalism would destroy itself
· Resulting in a classless society
· Teachings later inspired Lenin in Russia 
· Industrial Revolution had social, economic, and political causes and effects
Era of Democracy & Progress:

· Reforms were made due to unpleasant conditions during the Industrial Revolution-unions, minimum wage, and laws preventing child labor, etc.
· Suffrage-Right to Vote
· Dreyfus Affair
· French Jewish officer accused of giving Germany military secrets
· Setup-innocent; nonetheless led to widespread anti-Semitism (hatred towards Jews)
· Zionist Movement (early 20th Century)-movement that desired to establish a Jewish homeland in Palestine
· Chartist Movement
· Workers in Britain who worked for the right to vote
· Women’s suffrage took movement in the early 20th century in Britain.
