The Legacy of Joseph Stalin





There were strong sentiments of Ukrainian Nationalism that Stalin viewed as a challenge to his power and threat of rebellion.





Resistance to Collectivization was especially heavy and over 5,000 were arrested/executed as “enemies of the state” and Stalin imposed a FORCED artificial Famine on the people of the Ukraine which killed an estimated 7-15 million people.
